Dual LCD TV / DVD instructions

Note. The TV / DVD will only work when the generator is in operation. 

1. Press the power on/off switch on the bottom of the LCD TV – the red standby indicator light will come on. 

2. Wait 30 seconds while the LCD TV adjusts, then switch on the LCD TV by pressing the Power button on the remote control. 

3. Press the TV menu button on the remote control.

4. Press the ( button to highlight the Channel symbol (fifth).

5. Press the ( button to highlight Auto scan and then pres the ( button to start Auto scan.

Important. Please do not press any buttons on the remote control until all the channels are stored. Depending on where you live, the channels may not be stored in the correct order.

6. To arrange the channels in the correct order follow steps 3 and 4.

7. Use the ( button to highlight Channel program.

8. Press the ( button, the Channel Program list will appear.

9. Press the ( ( buttons to highlight the channel you want to move.

10.  Press the yellow button, the channel will now highlight pink. Use the ( ( buttons to highlight the new location where you want to move the channel to.

11.  Press the red button, th channel will now be in its new location.

12.  Repeat steps 8 to 11 until all the locations are stored in the correct locations.

13.  Press the exit button on the remote control, the display will disappear.

Tuning in your integrated Freeview receiver. Please check your postcode is in a Freeview coverage area, please call 08708 80 99 80 or text your postcode to 83331. 

1. Press the Source button on the remote control, use the ( button to highlight DTV and press enter. The search screen will appear. Use the ( button to highlight confirm.

2. Press the enter button on the remote control. The receiver will automatically search for Freeview TV channels.

3. When the LCD TV has found all the Freeview channels the screen will disappear and your LCD TV is now ready to use. To change channels use the CH+ or CH-. To change between TV and DTV, press the source button and use the ( ( buttons to choose the option you want.

Troubleshooting

The TV doesn’t work – make sure that it is plugged into the mains supply and switched on. 

Poor picture – is the aerial plugged in? If you are using a set-top aerial, is it in the best position for the best signal? Make sure that the aerial is not too close to neon lights, loudspeakers and so on.  Try changing the direction of the outdoor aerial. High buildings and mountains can cause ghost pictures or double images. The picture quality may be reduced by connecting two external sources such as a DVD player or a vide recorder at once. Disconnect one of the sources. Adjust the fine tuning.

No picture – Is the aerial plugged in properly? Is the aerial lead damaged? Are all the plugs in the aerial lead fitted correctly? Have you pressed the correct buttons on the remote control?

No sound – Is the sound muted? Press the mute button. I the volume turned down?

No response  from the remote control – try changing the batteries. Is there an obstruction between the remote control and the sensor on the TV?

If nothing works – If you have tried the solutions and none of them seem to work, try switching the unit off and on again.
